5. How we reduce the numbers of people with Mental Health issues that are isolated and need befriending.

6. The need to map where Metal Health services are located. (in and out of Sutton)

7. Look at how help is given in emergency situations in particular support for individual with mental health issue and the carer.

8. Explore possibility of Sutton LINk looking at re-admission within 90 days for mental health patients.
9. Housing issues for people with mental health issues, in particular support given early on and then person is unsettled by moving on to other accommodation with less support.

10. GP’s need to have more awareness about anxieties and phobias and it’s affects.

11. Concern over PCT and MHT planned reduction of in patient beds in hospitals.

12. Could the ment5al health working group have a role in monitoring mental health issues.

13. The need for more daytime activities for people with mental health issues.

14. The need for young peoples counselling services.

15. Difficulties residents have in getting referred to Wallington and Cheam resource centre.  (not sure what this means?)
16. Section 136 – concern when people are taken by the police and sent out of borough and put in arresting vans.
