	Minutes of the previous meeting ~ 9th March 2010

Agreed as a true record with one correction – the formal Merton Mental Health Partnership Board (MHPB) is being dissolved but it will continue on a voluntary basis with support from the MH Trust.
Matters Arising: 

Update on the Mental Health Commissioning Strategy

90 day re-admission rate rates - Merton will request these from the MH Trust if they don’t receive them Sutton and Merton will make a joint LINk information  request. 
The ‘map’ of all MH boards was still outstanding – LINk to provide.
	

	2.
	Review of the needs of people with severe and enduring MH issues living in the community.
The definition of ‘severe and enduring’ was not standard or universally agreed, one of the best definitions was from ‘Building Bridges’  where it was not based on diagnosis but on severity.  It was suggested that a better approach was to go by  “What people tell us”.

The  MH trust indicate that the numbers in Sutton are approximately 1100, so it was agreed that a ‘sample’ of about 110 would be sufficient.  It would not be possible to reach some groups e.g. housebound.  Alan Leader was already in touch with approximately 74 people through supported housing units, CMHTS and SMHF and will work with the peer support workers to complete the questionnaires.
Ken will try and get as many carers as possible to complete the carers version which also needs to be sent to Amanda at the Carers Centre and Laura for Rethink.

Once the questionnaires were completed a report would be compiled and a meeting held in the autumn to enable users and carers to comment further on the main themes and present findings to the NHS and LBS.

370 residents were eligible for section 117 and it was agreed to organise a separate meeting to look at the legal issues and entitlements around Section 117 (originally agreed for July but postponed to the Autumn as the trainer was unwell). 
	Set up separate meeting to inform users and carers about their legal entitlements under Section 117.

	3.
	Sutton User Involvement & Partnership Framework
It was agreed that LINk would give full support to the framework and it’s development.  More work was now needed to complete the document, include a jargon buster and set up a register of users who wanted to be involved (leaflet to be produced).
The User Involvement Framework would need to be an appendix of the MH Commissioning Strategy and service users/carers would need to be involved in the development and monitoring.
	

	4.
	Sutton Hospital - update 

There will be a public consultation about the future of the MH beds in Sutton, the MH Trust are of the view that moving patients from Springfield back to Sutton is not the best option but they acknowledge that people want services in Sutton.  There needs to be public discussion to resolve this.

Concern was expressed at the future of pharmacy services,  for MH out-patients particularly, if the wards at Sutton Hospital were closed.  David Jones agreed to take this issue to the MH Partnership board.

The CMHTS are moving into the Local Care Centres e.g. in Wallington.
	Sutton Hospital – pharmacy issues to be raised at the MHPB.

	Feedback from other meetings

Cares partnership board- a request had been made for a carers representative on the MH Commissioning Board.

Advocacy – no initial consultation but this had now been agreed, comments by 25 June.
