	2. Minutes

ESHH – Ted reported that he had attended a meeting of LINk Chairs with Pippa Hart, he had raised the issue of board membership and the earlier receipt of papers and Pippa had agreed to follow up both of these.

	4. Feedback from Working Groups
Hospital Working Group

The Hospital Group had considered PALS, the St. Helier Information Centre, falls and discharge information (which was a priority for the group).  Jan was involved in a wider piece of work with ESHH and neighbouring LINks to try and co-ordinate and standardize the hospital food monitoring visits. 

Older Peoples Working Group
The group was considering podiatry, a sub-group has been set up to try and pull all the work from different organizations together into one report to present to the Older People’s Partnership.  Funding had been secured to start a small information centre at Granfers due to open later in the Autumn, and current investigations would probably lead to the first ‘enter and view’ visit taking place shortly.

Transforming Social Care (TSC) Working Group
One meeting had taken place and an information event held in conjunction with SCILL.  It had been important in the early stages to gather information to promote understanding of TSC, and an action plan would be developed following the next meeting on 29 September.

Mental Health Working Group
The current priorities were the review of in-patient facilities across SW London, the development of the PCT Commissioning Strategy for MH and the HASCAS Review of Sutton Hospital.  However, these had been overshadowed by the outbreak of legionalla bacterium at Sutton Hospital which had necessitated the transfer of patients to Springfield.  TSC and how this group would carry out enter and view would also need to be considered.
