Hospital Working Group – 1 October

The priorities are:

· hospital discharge and the patient experience

David Jones recommended joint work between this group and the MH Working Group as the physical health needs of those with MH problems were often ignored.

Older Peoples Working Group – 25 August
The 3 priorities are:
· podiatry, with information being pulled together to present to the Older Peoples Partnership Board on 26 November.

· Information, with the development of an information centre at Granfers

· residential care 

Transforming Social Care Working Group – 29 September
In response to the needs of those attending this group the work has concentrated on providing information and explaining the development of TSC.  The group was now commenting on the development of the programme and the tools being designed, and feeding back views to the local authority. 

Mental Health Working Group – 10 September
The priorities include:
· Input into the development of the MH Commissioning Strategy

· Services for people with severe and enduring MH needs living in the  community 
· In-patient provision and Sutton Hospital

In addition the group had been contributing to the Health and Wellbeing Overview and Scrutiny Committee review of MH services.
